TRiS Course explores the mechanisms of cimate Changes Sice the emergence of fuman about 2.6 milion years ago, focusing on the
cause (both natural and human-induced events or activities) and the effect of ongoing global warming, including natural disasters
which have been increasing in frequency and magnitude in recent years worldwide. To better understand this issue, we study the
climate change in a hierarchy of time scales ranging from tens of years to 100,000s years of cyclicity. Next, we discuss the cause and
effect on each cyclicity or episodicity with a multi-disciplinary approach: from the viewpoints of not only natural sciences such as
geology, biology, and physics, but also sociology, psychology, politics, international relationships, and other political/cultural sciences.
